Optical fiber is deployed up to the outdoor shelter in the
neighborhood (FTTC) or indoor shelter in the building (FTTB).
To serve the most demanding users and services, the
solution is able to provide bandwidths of up to 100/60 Mb/s
for copper distances up to 200m. For distances up to 600m,
bandwidths of up to 60/30 Mb/s are supported, enough for
today’s and tomorrow’s innovative broadband services.

In addition to VDSL2 ports the SI3000 MSAN offers the
possibility to connect remaining POTS users from the same
shelter via IP transport to a VolP-controlled softswitch.

Innbox V Series HGW and ISA

Plug and Play shelter concept

The SI3000 Lumia/SI3000 MSAN is installed in an IDU M
indoor or ODU M/ODU S outdoor shelter. These shelters
are available as completely pre-equipped and are pre-tested,
with all the telecommunications infrastructure needed:
power supply, batteries, and distribution frame. The outdoor
shelters can operate in an enhanced temperature range
from -50°C to +50°C, in all weather conditions.

With improved VDSL2 interoperability and
ADSL 2+ compatibility functions, a new VDSL2
line from the shelter can be connected
to almost any VDSL2 or ADSL2+ Home
Gateway.
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
